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Some rare and attractive species that are
subject to exploitation are specifically listed in
the Foresiry Requlations, a subsidiary
legislation of the Chapter, which further controls
the sale and possession of the listed species.
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<+ Under these regulations, no person shall
without lawful excuse sell, offer for sale, or
have in his possession or under his custody
or control any portion of the plants in the
following table.
